YOUTH Division Open to bowlers born after 1st January 1994.

BOYS Above 200 - no handicap

191- 200   - 5 pins handicap

below 191 - 8 pins handicap

GIRLS Above 185  -  5 pins handicap

4 below 185  -  8 pins handicap

5 FORMAT OF PLAY

All bowlers [ Open and Youth ] must check in personally 30 mins before

roll off time.

OPEN Division

1st Round All bowlers will bowl 10 games each in their squads.

The top 24 bowlers will proceed to 2nd round.

2nd Round All scores will start from scratch.

All bowlers will bowl 6 games each.

The top 3 positions will proceed to step-ladder finals.

Step-Ladder Finals

Match # 1 The 3rd and 2nd position bowlers will bowl one game on

a pair of lane.

Match #2 The winner of match #1 to challenge the 1st position

bowler in a one plus one game step-ladder grand final.

In the event the 1st position bowler wins the 1st game,

he/she will be declared the Champion.

If the 1st position bowler looses the 1st game, there will

be one more game [sudden death] roll off to decide the

Champion.

Tie Breaking Procedures

When a tie occurs in the last place in the Round 1 and 2,

the tie breaker should be determined by the last game.

When a tie occurs in the Step Ladder Finals, a 1 ball 

frame roll-off will be utilized and/or repeated until the tie 

is broken.



YOUTH Division

1st Round All bowlers will bowl 10 games each in their squads.

The top 24 bowlers will proceed to 2nd round.

2nd Round All scores will start from scratch.

All bowlers will bowl 6 games each.

The bowlers with the highest 6 games pinfall will be the

Youth Champion.

6 REGISTRATION OF BOWLING BALLS

All bowlers will be responsible to ensure that all bowling balls used during the

Tournament are verified for correctness of weight and other specifications.

If in doubt, the balls may be verified by the Tournament Technical Committee.

The Tournament Technical Committee reserves the right to recall any ball(s) for

inspection at any time.

7 AWARDS

8 VERIFICATIONS OF SCORES

It is the bowlers' responsibilities to ensure that the correct score for each game

is recorded in the official score sheet by signing on the official score sheet.

9 PROTEST

made after the prize presentation will be entertained.

b Eligibility: Must be submitted in writing to the Tournament Directors

or their Assistants within 1 hour of the first infringement.

before the delivery of the next ball..No complain made

after the 2nd ball has been bowled shall be entertained.
